The Development of the Kaohsiung Hospital during the
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Abstract

Researching the history of health in Taiwan, it can not be neglected that
hygiene administration in the Japanese Colonial Period plays an important part
in history of Taiwan. However, the survey on a conventional study tends to

discuss it from the whole Taiwan.

In order to promote advanced study of districts in Taiwan history, this
thesis explored the Kaohsiung hospital which was an index of a modern
medical ingtitution established by the colonic government through the
regulations, and analyzed it through source books, then draw conclusions as

follows:

(1) Coordination and cooperation of public organization promoted the
establishment of the Kaohsiung hospital.

(2) Differences of Japanese doctors and Taiwanese doctors in the Kaohsiung

hospital.

(3) Personnel changes affected patients of the Kaohsiung hospital.
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(4) The regulations of the hospital that enacted by the colonic government

obstructed the facilities expansion of the Kaohsiung hospital.

This thesis especialy analyzed the discrimination between the Japanese
and Taiwanese doctors. In the Kaohsiung hospital, the Japanese doctors
actually worked as the head doctor or the medical officer. On the other hand,
most of the Taiwanese doctors worked as a part-time doctor. And, it was easier
that Japanese doctors to be promoted to the head doctor. Therefore, many
Taiwanese doctors preferred to be a practicing doctor. And, it is the reason that

the Taiwanese doctors worked shortly in the Kaohsiung hospital.
